Engaging Scenario (Full description):

Your class is going to be part of a gallery showing of photographs in Hollywood at the end of the school year. The show is called “Reflections of Me.” 
You have been given a room approximately 30’ x 30’ in size for the display of your photographs. You have been requested to cover the walls with multiple images expressing emotions/feelings of individuals from different cultures.

This will allow you to examine and explore different cultures other than your own. This will be a two to three month showing where many people will visit. 
Each student must present three of their best photographic pieces from their portfolio to display in the gallery. Please keep in mind that many people will be viewing your work and will not only be a reflection of you and our program but the school as a whole.

The student will create an image that will express emotion based on color theory and the rules of composition (Rule of Thirds). The student will print using a color ink jet printer in the appropriate color space (RGB or CMYK). After printing the image, the image shall be mounted on an 11 x 14 mount board with a one paragraph description and explanation.

Task 2 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Student will photograph a subject of their choosing utilizing various camera equipment, lighting (controlled or available), and media (paper – glossy, luster, or matte, CD/DVD) to convey a massage of emotion/feelings. Final image output can either be completed in the wet/digital lab. After printing the image, the image shall be mounted on an 11 x 14 mount board with a one paragraph description and explanation.

Students shall analyze their current and previous works of art and edit if necessary to assemble a portfolio of their images throughout the school year. A minimum of ten images must be included along with a cover letter, resume, awards (if available), and letters of recommendations from either current teachers and/or employers. Students will then choose three of their favorite pieces to put on display. A seven to ten minute oral presentation will be given to the class discussing and explaining each image.
