* For purposes of the seminar, Standard 1.1 has been minimized to center on one piece of the standard due to the overall encompassing focus of this task.
Task 1 – Create a vocabulary journal and demonstrate commonly used jazz and ballet movements. 
Task 2 – Compare and contrast (multiple dance styles) * jazz and ballet through performance (parallel and turn-out).
Task 3 – Create (choreograph) and perform complicated works using jazz and ballet. Finished works are performed in front of an audience at a level of professionalism.
Task 4 – Write an analysis (critique) of a professional and your peers’ choreographic works

Engaging Scenario (Full description):

      Have you ever dreamed of performing in front of an audience?  Well here is your chance!  This project will be a culminating performance (dance showcase) in front of your friends and family.  
     You will learn the differences between ballet and jazz movements.   Once accomplished, mini-auditions will be held to place you into groups.  Each group will choreograph their own jazz or ballet routine which they will rehearse and costume.  The dance showcase is your chance to show off all of these new skills in front of a live audience!  You will produce a written critique after the performance when you watch yourself performing onstage in the video!

In small groups, students will create vocabulary journals of jazz and ballet terminology. They will demonstrate these movements for their peers for a written evaluation.
Students will create vocabulary journals.  In small groups, they will demonstrate jazz and ballet movements in parallel and turn-out.  Students will perform in small groups for written peer and teacher evaluation.

Teacher modeling and instruction, student demonstration, CD players, music CD’s, journals and writing implements, dry erase board and markers
Teacher led warm-up
Demonstrate new dance movements and vocabulary 

Write new terminology in student journals

Students break into small groups for additional practice

Small group presentations to class for written peer evaluation

Teacher led warm-up, demonstration of new jazz and ballet movements (parallel and turn-out), and have students write new terminology (dance steps) with vocabulary definition in journals.  Students in small groups for additional practice on new jazz an ballet steps.  Small group performance/presentation to class for written peer evaluations. 

E  What Individual EVIDENCE of Learning Will This Task Provide? (How will you know by the work students produce what they have learned relative to this task?)

Students will have written teacher and peer evaluations.
Students will have overall control and performance of jazz and ballet movements along with correct terminology. (Students will know the name of each step and be able to execute it.)  
Task 1 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Students will create a vocabulary journal of the 100 ballet and jazz terms they are introduced to in this portion of the class.  Students must practice and demonstrate all movement phrases in small groups.  For the final assessment of this task, students must individually perform movement phrases for refined physical coordination [alignment (parallel and turn-out), balance, agility and strength].

Compare and contrast jazz and ballet dance (parallel and turn-out) through performance.
With the use of their journals, students will identify the critical differences between 50 jazz and ballet techniques (parallel and turn-out). In small groups, students will practice the intricate differences in performing jazz and ballet movements.  Professional videotaped performances will be observed for additional clarification.  Students will perform in both jazz and ballet (parallel and turn-out) for peer evaluations.  
R  What Instruction, Information, and RESOURCES (including Technology Connections and Related URLs) Will Students Need First? 

Video recorder, VCR and library of dance videos, rehearsal space, CD player and music for each group.

E  What Individual EVIDENCE of Learning Will This Task Provide? (How will you know by the work students produce what they have learned relative to this task?)

Verbal and written evaluations from teacher and students upon video review.
Students will appropriately identify, demonstrate, and perform technically correct dance movements in both jazz and ballet (parallel and turn-out).  
Task 2 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

Students are required to demonstrate 50 differences between performing ballet and jazz (turn-out and parallel) dance.  Students will use their journals as reference to delineate the differences between parallel and turn-out. Students must practice these technical nuances in small groups.   Performances will have individual technical accuracy for all 50 memorized ballet and jazz movements.

 Create (choreograph) and perform complicated works using jazz and ballet. Finished works are performed in front of an audience at a level of professionalism.

Split students into small groups.  Designate a group leader.  Choose appropriate music for either jazz or ballet.  Teacher will give necessary choreographic elements and worksheets for training.  Groups will choreograph a 2-3 minute piece with regularly videotaped evaluations.  Finished dance will be performed in front of a live audience for a maximum level of professionalism.

R  What Instruction, Information, and RESOURCES (including Technology Connections and Related URLs) Will Students Need First? 

Video Recorder, CD player and music, regular teacher evaluations for approval of movements
E  What Individual EVIDENCE of Learning Will This Task Provide? (How will you know by the work students produce what they have learned relative to this task?)

Choreographed 2-3 minute group dance using music and costumes.  All performances will be in front of a live audience for maximum professionalism.

Task 3 Complete Description (The Full Details of What Students Will Do in This Task)

In small groups, students create their dance.  They will choose their own music and costumes.  The students will perform in front of a live audience.  A videotape of this event will be available for student personal evaluation and critique.  Students will also do a written evaluation of their peers’ dance routines. Teacher will provide verbal feedback and evaluations.

After the dance showcase, each group will give a verbal critique to the class of their group’s personal experience.  All students will write a written critique of their peers’ performances.
