 “Engaging Scenario” Planning 

Include elements of an effective Engaging Scenario:
S = situation
What situation will be used to connect this scenario to the real world?
C = challenge



Presents students with a challenge

R = role of student
What role will the student assume in the engaging scenario? (see supporting documents, page 133)
A = audience
Acknowledges audience – “Can the student present the completed task to others?”
P = product or performance
What will the student do or produce in relation to the engaging scenario? (see supporting documents, page 134)
Engaging Scenario (Full description): 

Student at your preschool in which you are doing your On Job Training comes to school on Monday with a belt mark on her lower back and she shows it to you and tells you she got “whooped” by her mommy because she was a bad girl.
What would your first reaction be and what would your response be to the student?
Who would you go and report too at your school?

Student/Teacher can present a puppet show to the class about being abused so the preschooler can share more information with an adult of her abused by the mother.

Students will comprehend and define the section of standards and licensing regulations for child care facility within their group by either reading it from the Title 22 web site or from the hard copy of Title 22 and making notes on the large post it note pad.
One student will recall and describe in detail the information to the whole class using the notes on the large post it note pad, while another student will classify the standards and licensing regulations by writing them on the white board.
Students will have open discussion with the whole class to recall and evaluate if the class understood the standards and licensing regulations presented to them.
