Engaging Scenario (Full description):

What are we going to do:  Create a children’s story that explores the influence of family, culture, and environment on personal development. 

Situation:  Student is learning about the influence of typical and atypical developmental patterns affect educational progress.   

Challenge:  He/she is to create, write, and illustrate an original story for the children with whom he/she is working.  

Role of student:  Author, illustrator, and performer of their original story.

Audience:  Children, teacher, peers, parents.  Student will tell the story in person, orally, and give copies of the story to the children.

Product or performance:  Storybook.  Student will write, illustrate, and staple together a short story.  Student will identify what children will learn from the story, and what makes it age-appropriate.  Student will have an English teacher and a peer review product.  Copies are made for all children and for the ROP teacher.
