Identifying Big Ideas from 
Unwrapped Standard and Indicators
1. Knowledge of hospital policies, procedures and regulations helps keep employees safe and protect the hospital of any liability.

2. Keeping a patient’s identity and medical status confidential is not only an ethical thing to do, but it is now the law.

3. Exposure to TB for patients who are already ill will not only prolong their recovery time, it may cause an ailment that is easily cured to become life threatening.

4. Vaccines have effectively stopped the spread of many diseases and with diligent compliance, we may be able to eradicate these diseases altogether. 

5. Standard precautions (also know as “Universal Precautions”) help prevent the spread of disease by utilizing proper hand washing, wearing gloves and other protective garments. Many of these guidelines you can use at home as well.

Essential Questions from Big Ideas to 
Guide Instruction and Assessment
1. “If you want to get sick go to a hospital.” What does this statement mean?

“Engaging Scenario” (Full description) 

After handing out an example of the hospital ‘s policies, procedures and regulations and while reviewing them together the students use a blank piece of lined paper and make three columns. The first column will be marked “policies”, the second will be marked “procedures” and the third column will be marked “regulations”.  The teacher ask the students to put the item in the correct column, for example: “donning gloves prior to giving an injection” should go in the procedures column.

The instructor will define “HIPPA”. The students will be given homework to go to the government website and define the 3 areas that HIPPA covers. They will also make a list of what is classified as protected information.

Students will break into groups of three and create and role play situations regarding what the right and wrong thing to do regarding a patient’s privacy. 1 student will be the patient who is a star, 1 student as the star struck employee and the other is a bystander.

The HIPPA agreement is part of the hospital regulations. The students will be asked to do the following: 

· Students will work in groups of 3 and role the correct way to handle a patient’s private information. 

· Define the 3 areas that the HIPPA agreement covers.

1. Insurance Portability 

2. Fraud Inforcement 

3. Administrative Simplification

· List of what is considered “protected information”.

· They will write a paragraph answering the question of when is it acceptable to disclose private information.

· Students will be administered and exam on the subject.

h. Latent TB infection
