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Overview of Performance-Based Assessment: (Summary of the assessment with a brief synopsis of each task) 

Task 1
By completing the listed activities, the student will gain experiences in reading, analyzing, extracting, reorganizing and summarize information from medical reports to code for reimbursement. Students will use ICD9, CPT handbooks, a medical dictionary, computer software and word processing software to compose, organize, and edit a final product.. The student will team up with other students to proofread, edit, and revise the document.  Finally, the student should print the document that is of proficient quality.
Task 2

A medical chart (file) containing a patient information sheet, and superbill will be given to each student.  The documents will contain information that will be selected and recorded on the standard Center for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS) 1500 form.  The information will be data entry into the computer medical billing software.   Once the information has been entered into the computer the documents will be printed.  The completed project will be an accurate CMS 1500 form and a patient account ledger. 

Task 3
After completing the Medical Terminology, ICD9 and CPT Coding, Recoding Charges and Reimbursement modules the student is prepare to discover the legal and regulatory aspects of medical billing. This will be accomplished through many avenues such as hands on computer software, summarizing reports, watching videos, presenting case scenarios, and lectures. The student will be teacher-directed to various hands-on experiences, due to the vast amount of information students will be asked to complete all activities. Each center accommodates different learning styles from Tactile, Auditory, to Visual.
