Engaging Scenario (Full description):

Joy Williams is interested in desktop art, office stamps and organizers.  An avid hobbyist and member of a local community-based arts and crafts group, her work is known to be very creative and popular.  She sells her wares to her fellow group members in her community.  She wonders how she can make her hobby into a small business.
Can a website bring her a wider audience and more buyers for her artwork?
She needs to design/build a website that will allow her to show her products in an aesthetically pleasing way and provide a mechanism to sell the products through money order or credit card.  This involves learning HTML and website design technologies.
A thorough knowledge of all the HTML language will enable her to design the site with the necessary functionality and style to achieve her goal of showing/selling her products and starting her own business.  She could find other similar arts/crafts groups on the internet and market to them as well as the public at large.
